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Both in the educational work with 
primary and secondary students, 
our leader Edgar  Castellanos 
works ad honorem without 
receiving any salary or 
remuneration, but it does involve 
expenses that he provides to the 
students in terms of printing their 
textbooks, as well as printer ink and 
electric power, and also being able 
to mobilize myself in the area of 
Chiquimula since he has only a 
motorcycle in poor condition.

Our Latino Mobilizer, Dixie Leiva, 
prays for economic provision to 
continue doing missionary work 
and for the purchase of her 
medicines. May God strengthen her 
health.

Providing the tools for 
university students to discover their role in 
God's mission has been a challenge that 
we are executing together.

As I report on the progress, this verse 
comes to mind: God reminds me that 
growth in every way belongs to Him, and 
this makes me thankful for what is 
happening. Currently, we are 
establishing two campus ministries 
within the churches. Through our 
partnerships with the churches, we are 

paving the way to start two cells in the 
university faculties through evangelism 
and special activities that we are doing.
